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A Reverence for the Past...

“Men Who Cannot Be Stampeded”

This phrase “men who cannot be stampeded” was the
description of Texas Rangers by Col. Garrison, the man
who knew them best and headed Texas Ranger companies
for 30 years before his death in 1968. The Rangers have
always lived up to this image of the silent, faithful lawmen
who brook no rebellion, yet who maintain the peace in an
even-handed, calm and quiet way. One Ranger, Bob
Crowder, actually stopped a riot at a state hospital for the
criminally insane by simply saying to the inmates “Cut out
that stuft!”

We are very pleased in Blanco to have four Texas Rangers
buried in our cemetery. The Carson brothers, three of whom
were also Civil War veterans, had their graves marked with
Texas Ranger Crosses on this day, the 16th of September,
2006. This seems a very appropriate 150th anniversary
celebration for a cemetery that was actually begun for
burial of James Callahan, an early Texas Ranger. Callahan,
due to his importance to Texas, was later removed to the
State Cemetery in Austin. Although Callahan’s physical
presence is no longer with us, his memory and the memory
of all the Rangers remain.

Today we honor all the early pioneers; also to be
remembered are the Rangers, veterans, and family
members interred in our cemetery. A tour will follow as part
of the Sesquicentennial Commemoration activities, a
fitting memorial to Blanco and Texas history!
